The deadline to submit entries is Tuesday, October 28, 2025, at 11:45 p.m.
By submitting, participants agree to allow the City of Racine to use their submitted
photos, first names, and approximate locations (e.g., “900 block of Main Street”) on City-
managed websites, publications, and social media platforms for promotional purposes.

Display Guidelines
e Decorations must comply with all local ordinances (noise, lighting, signage, etc.).
* No displays may block sidewalks, streets, or driveways.
* Please be considerate of neighbors when using sound, lighting, or motion elements.

Judging & Awards
Mayor’s Choice: First, Second, and Third place will be selected by City staff.
People’s Choice: Determined by social media votes on the City’s Facebook page.
Winners will be announced on Friday, October 31, 2025.
This contest is for bragging rights only — no monetary or material prizes will be awarded.
Winners receive a social media spotlight, mention in the City’s e-newsletter, and a
printable digital certificate.
